Thank you to Town Meeting for approving the Community Preservation Committee’s first project funding recommendation, $15,000 toward the West Schoolhouse Sill Project. The broad public support evidenced by the unanimous support of Town Meeting is a credit to the excellent ground work and written proposal by our Historical Commission. It has identified the West Schoolhouse as one of Shutesbury’s priority historical resources, including in Shutesbury’s Master Plan. In preparing its application for Shutesbury Community Preservation Funds, the Historical Commission completed site preparations, secured future commitments from volunteers, raised 33% matching funds, developed project specifications, recruited the Town Building Committee to oversee the “Sill” project and presented their proposal at our public hearing. Congratulations and thank you to the Shutesbury Historical Commission members for their diligent work.
What’s next? Do you have an idea for an eligible Community Preservation project? Are you interested in learning more about what is eligible for Community Preservation funding and how the process works? The first phase of applying for funds, submission of a one page ‘Determination of Eligibility’ application, is due no later than November 15, 2011.
